One thing that does seem to be universal is that individuals who believe in God or a higher being is that they will often see God in a similar perspective as to their own personality.  The analytical will seem to view God in a very precise manner, the driver will often view God in more of an aggressive manner, the expressive will tend to view God in more of an exciting manner, and the amiable will view God more in loving manner.  What is the right perspective?  In all religions and spiritual beliefs there seems to be some of all four personalities.  What might this teach us?  It might teach us that it is helpful to really listen and be open to dialog to others who do not share our own perspective.  Most religions also place a great deal of value on parents and there should be a great deal of respect for the perspective and beliefs of ones parents.  Analyticals will tend to be much more into the study whatever they do believe.  In most religions there are common things, beliefs, and practices.  Talk with your parents to really understand what they believe and why.
